Secretary Report: Annual General Meeting
We have reached the end of the 70th year of Clara GAA Club and it is now time to recap on the highs and lows of 2024.
The Senior football team had three tough games in February and March in the county football league, beating both Dansefort and Kilmoganny and losing to Mullinavat but eventually topping Group C of the Football League. Clara hosted Thomastown in the league semifinal and narrowly lost to the 2023 County Football Champions. Up next was the football championship, where Mullinavat were the opposition and proved too strong on the day. We would like to thank the Management team of Pat Mulrooney, Alan Coleman and Thomas Armitage for their commitment to Clara Football in 2024.
The Senior Hurling team under new management of Jim Lyng, Fintan Deegan and Johnny Shortall and captained by Kevin Nolan started back training in April. The Michael Lyng Motors Senior/ Intermediate League was a challenging competition for the team and management but allowed for the introduction of many of our younger players to Senior Hurling, which benefited them hugely as the season progressed. The team had a tough start to the League/Championship campaign losing to All Ireland Finalists O’Loughlin Gaels and Graigue Ballycallan in their first two Outings. The team impressively bounced back to beat both Ballyhale Shamrocks and Erins Own. Heading into the penultimate round of the league, Clara had a top two finish in their sights, but it wasn’t to be with a narrow loss to Mullinavat. As the team prepared for the first round of the Championship, they were drawn against neighbours Bennettsbridge. On the day in Thomastown, in what proved to be tough conditions for both teams with a strong wind present, the team bowed out, having led from the start until the fifty ninth minute. The team put in an immense performance, and it was a pity they weren’t rewarded for their efforts. Thanks also to Thomas Armitage and Conor Phelan (Templemartin) for assisting in the back-room team. Best of luck to the management and players in 2025. 
In 2024, our Junior team was managed by our Senior team management also. There were mixed results in the league, winning 2 and losing 3 of the games. In the championship Clara was drawn against Dicksboro. We acquitted ourselves well on the day and narrowly lost having a reduced panel with such a tight schedule of Senior and Junior Championship Knockout games. We really appreciate Jim and his team taking on the additional management of the Junior team at such short notice.
Our Junior D team had a mixed campaign and started well in the league. Due to losing several players undertaking the leaving certificate the management found it hard to field a team. In the championship the team reached the quarter final having beaten James Stephens in the 1st Round. The team was unable to make use of home advantage in the quarter final, losing out to the Rower Inistioge on the day.  Thanks very much to the management team of Alan Coleman, John Carrigan and Thomas Armitage for your effort throughout the year, as keeping the third team going is always a challenge. 
Clara U21s have had two successful outings to date in the Under 21 D Championship, beating both Carrickshock and John Lockes, in the Quarter Final and Semi Final respectively. Thanks to our management team of Martin O’Connell, Shane Staunton and Dara Glynn. We wish the team and management the very best of luck in the County Final. Please come out and support the team. 
We are proud of our members who represented Clara on County Teams, School Teams and development squad teams this year. Well done to David Barcoe on representing Kilkenny at minor level and reaching the All-Ireland final and to Rory Glynn for representing Kilkenny at under 20. Congratulations to John Murphy (S&C) and Conor Phelan (Selector) on winning the Leinster Final with the Kilkenny Senior Hurling Team. We would like to congratulate the Clara contingent of Rory Glynn, Harry Boyle, Cian Kelly, David Barcoe and Sean Carrigan for winning the All-Ireland Senior colleges Final with St. Kieran’s and to Rory for winning the Man of the Match Award. Congratulations also to Hugh Kelly, Philip Carrigan, Luke Lawlor and David Barcoe for winning the Leinster Colleges Junior Hurling Final with St. Kierans and to Dara Leamy, Michael Meany and Sam Corr on winning the Leinster First Year Hurling Final with Kilkenny CBS.
Congratulations to Kilian Phelan who regained the Kilkenny Puc Fada, for his third time. Kilian advanced to represent Kilkenny at the Leinster Puc Fada in Mount Leinster where he finished second. Kilian advanced to the All-Ireland Puc fada in the Cooley Mountains on the August Bank Holiday, where he finished fourth in a hugely competitive field featuring the previous four All Ireland champions. 
I would like to thank everyone who contributed in any way to the successful running of Clara GAA Club throughout the year. Our main Sponsors Langton’s House Hotel and Lyrath Estate Hotel, we value your support and thank you for your ongoing commitment to the club.
